Pierre Allard began his work with CSC in 1972 as Chaplain at Archambault Penitentiary (Quebec) and came to Dorchester in 1977.  From the beginning Pierre sought out others in the community who would give of themselves in this ministry and began to create a community of local volunteers.  Later, as the first Regional Chaplain for Atlantic Canada, Pierre continued to gather prison volunteers together and in 1980, with Judy Allard, Rev. Dr. Charles Taylor and other key volunteers, he founded the Christian Council for Reconciliation and the Moncton Community Chaplaincy.


Pierre then took his passion and leadership gifts on to the Federal stage as the Chaplain General of the Correctional Service of Canada.  With a passion too large to be constrained by even national borders, Pierre and Judy have gone on to found Just Equipping, a not-for –profit which seeks to encourage Restorative Justice practices in developing nations.
